• To know the Ark 
is the most holy 
place in the 
synagogue and It 
contains the Sefer 
Torah and is the 
focal point of 
prayer.  
 

• To know  people 
of Muslim faith 
meet to pray in a 
mosque.    
 

• To know mosques 
are often 
decorated with 
beautiful patterns 
and Arabic 
calligraphy.   
 

• To know people of 
Hindu faith meet 
to worship in a 
mandir/temple.  
 

• To know  most 
Hindus will have 
a shrine in their 
home.  
 

• To know there are 
two main 
branches of 
Judaism – 
orthodox and 
reform.   
 



 

 

• To know The 
Hindu murtis 
(statues) are 
expressions of god. 
They are not 
worshipped. They 
are a focus to 
enhance worship.
